	LEARNING INTENTIONS We are learning to
-chant and play rhythmically using our bodies, untuned sound sources, instruments

-explore ways of organising group ostinati (repeated rhythmic patterns) into musical forms: verse/chorus; ternary; rondo

-share ‘work in-progress’ and talk about ways of improving our musical ideas
	SUCCESS CRITERIA We will know we have achieved success when we:
*can match sounds to word rhythms keeping in time with others

*put our musical ideas into sequences

*recognise known musical forms to order our group ostinati 

*present our learning to others, talk about how to improve our work and add interest for listeners
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	Starter Activity (i) Hand-drums: With teacher playing a constant beat on drum, encourage students to join in improvising their own patterns over the beat. Perhaps, start with those who volunteer or start with a group of four, then add another four. Encourage students to play simple patterns using different timbres / tone colour 4x, then drop out, so that different sounds and patterns can be heard. Or…(ii) Human drumkit: Into Music 2
Clarify Learning Intentions and negotiate success criteria.

	TEACHING AND LEARNING SEQUENCE 
	QUESTIONING

	Whole group seated in a circle. Set scene for a ‘recycling’ chant 
Brainstorm & list words/phrases around waste – waste is anything that we throw away but some waste doesn’t have to be rubbish. Use pictures of landfill; compost; rubbish; in-organic waste. Encourage students to pose their own questions.  Stand up in a circle. T. asks: Can we feel the beat anywhere on our bodies as we say ‘waste’. Can we feel the beat in out feet?
Teacher models sequence to learn chant – securing BEAT: 

Walk and chant, feeling beat somewhere else on body. Stop.
Teacher models sequence–playing RHYTHM: In a circle

T. models rhythmical chanting over beat in feet , moving from left foot to right foot,on spot. “Rea-dy and I’m chant-ing now...”    “Rub-bish, Lit-ter, Garbage!  Pick it up! Put it in the bin!           

Students imitate chant. T explores different voices/ rhythms+ students imitate. Play the rhythmic pattern, using 2 fingers on palm of other hand. Write ‘rhythm’ on the list – this rhythm fits over a 4 beat pattern.

Ask each student to choose to put 2’ favourite’ words together from brainstormed list or make a phrase to chant out loud repeatedly.

Model clapping of pattern of 2 words –eg. re-duce, re-use, re-cy-cle gar-bage using strong hand over weak and vice versa

In pairs/fours, take two-three words/phrase from the list to build a rhythmic pattern to fit over 4 beats, using 2 body parts.   Repeat x2

Share 2-3 patterns. Have whole group copy patterns.

Task 1: In groups of 4, build a chant -an 8 beat spoken rhythm pattern from a group of words linked together such as: 

Compost: grass clip-pings, leaves, Yeah!   Repeat x2 = 8 beats
Rubbish: Can you pick it up ‘n put it in the bin! Repeat x2 = 8 beats 
Teacher NOTES
Focus on syllabifying rhythmically over the beat - stressing the first beat of each group of 4 beats - helps us to keep in time.
Emphasise that each phrase needs to be clearly chanted in unison simultaneously by all members of the group.

Use a drum with a student drumming to support keeping the beat.
Task 2: Transfer ostinato patterns to body percussion- 2 parts of the body only- using each syllable of every word to make a body sound. Use one of the groups to model this.       or

Task 3: Transfer rhythmic ostinati to a sound sources. 

eg. Compost: natural resources; 

      Rubbish: plastic bags, bottles... 

Share work-in-progress – each group with 4 drum beats before the next group’s entry. 
Then...Talk about ways to improve (accent on beat 1) /vary to add interest

Organise sequences – explore structures

Play group ostinato patterns one after the other with T. counting /conducting 1,2,3,4, between groups so that they know when to come in or devising a verse and chorus structure with the chant as the chorus and each group pattern as a verse. (This will need to be practiced and refined).

Refer back to the learning intentions at various times throughout the lesson.
Conclusion:

Listen to STRIKE Track 13 to identify rhythm patterns by tapping two fingers of one hand on palm of other hand.
Show and listen to Youtube segment about Lyndsey Pollock who makes instruments out of vegetables 

	What’s do we know about landfills?    Why do we need to recycle?

How can recycling benefit the environment?,,save energy? save money? help prevent global warming? help charities?
Where else can you show the beat on your body?

Could this phrase act as our CHORUS in Verse & chorus form?
How else can we chant these phrases?
How can you say/play your words rhythmically?

How can we extend the pattern to make 8 beats?
What words/phrases might we use as an ostinato?

New word: ostinato

(A repeated rhythm pattern repeated more than x2)
What did you notice about each rhythmic sequence? What sounds effective and Why? 

What other interesting arrangements could you make? Could you change the dynamics for each repetition? Could you put two sequences together?  
Tell me about how you decided to all play together/ one at a time/

What have we learned so far about using text to chant and play rhythmically? 

How well have we organized our rhythmic sequences? What might we do differently / to improve our work?
