	GROUP MEMBERS:
	Making Connections

WALT: make connections between what we know and what we are reading


	· Think about what we know about content/text form

· Focus on a structure/word/phrase/event/idea and relate to prior knowledge
	· Takes time to read a range of texts independently.

· Self-corrects when meaning is lost while reading simple texts.

· Read chapter books for pleasure.

· Read non-fiction texts for research.

· Confidently discuss own purposes for reading.

· Discuss works by authors.

· Know and explain meanings of features of books, e.g. contents, chapters, index, diagrams, maps, headings, glossary.

· Be conversant with terms such as fiction, non-fiction, chapter, paragraph, events, question, comment and main ideas.

· Identify the features of various text types (eg characters, setting, method)

	Forming and Testing Hypotheses about Text
WALT: form an expectation in relation to the text
	· Use clues in the text (cover, title, blurb, language features) to make links to prior knowledge to form an expectation about the text

· Read to check if text supports the hypothesis

· Reflect and revise (if necessary) based on text and reader’s new thoughts

	Asking Questions

WALT: pose questions for ourselves about the text


	· Identify a part of the text that interests or confuses me

· Formulate a question (or an I wonder statement) that relates to content/text feature

· Reflect, as a result of the question, on what they found out and how it changed their thinking or helped understanding

· Repeat as necessary

	Creating Mental Images/Visualising

WALT: create images in our minds
	· Identify descriptive words that will help create image

· Use prior knowledge to make connections with five senses to create image

· Use image to gain better understanding of text

	Identifying the Main Idea

WALT: determine what is important within the text

NB The main idea is not the topic or content of a text
	· Ask “What does the writer what me to think about?”

· Search for evidence that indicates the writer’s main idea (and perhaps writer’s purpose)

· Combine evidence to hypothesise writer’s main idea

· Check hypothesis when reading on
	

	Inferring

WALT: read between the lines
	· Look for clues within text

· Use prior knowledge with clues

· Form hypotheses, based on links made, about what is implied in the text

· Reflect on validity of inferences when reading on

	Summarising

WALT: identify the important information/events in a text and remember, retell and record in a shortened form
	· Understand the structure of the text and identify the important points from each section/paragraph

· State each point in own words

· Order and link points together in an easy way to remember content
	

	Identifying the Writers Purpose and Point of View

WALT: that every writer has a reason for writing
	· Consider who the intended audience is

· Identify writers choice of content or vocab

· Use this information to help interpret text

	Analysing and Synthesising

WALT: critically look at a text/texts to form own conclusions

	· Reflect on ideas, features or structures of contrasting/similar texts and link to prior knowledge and experience

· Look for common elements 

· Make own conclusions based on this critical thinking
	

	Evaluating Ideas and Information

WALT: respond to a text in a personal, informed way


	· Consider ideas/information from the text in relation to their own world view

· Make thoughtful, evidence based judgements (“What do I think about this?”  “Do I agree/disagree?” “What is my view based on?”
