	Learning Activities   - Anzac day 2015 ceremony in Cambridge is at 6am on the 25th of April
1. KWL
2. Watch the Lego story – Anzacs of Gallipoli - https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=kILX7Yi7LWM
3. Look at inforgraphic - http://www.stats.govt.nz/browse_for_stats/snapshots-of-nz/ww100-infographic.aspx
Watch outlines the impact of war upon commodities and the numbers of injured etc. Good connection to mathematics concepts.

4. Read Anzac Ted (see you tube and teachers notes link below). Bring a small bear into class. Vote for the best bear ( link to tallying). Line up the bears and Describe your bear to a buddy. They need to find your bear in the line up (Oral language). Take a photo with your bear and write about some of the things that have happened to your bear…

5. Anzac Day – Go over what happens on ANZAC day  - Read picture book ‘My Grandad Marches on ANZAC Day’, and complete follow up questioning activity with the class. Make a set of medals to wear using salt dough or clay. Practice marching around the school.
6. Read Dawn Service (SJ)
7. Read  about the last remaining veteran of WW2 in NZ. Torty the tortoise (link below in SJ). Discuss why soldiers had mascots during the war.
8. Make Poppies (try to get this part done before the end of the week so the poppies can be made before ANZAC Day.)Red cupcake pans and sharpie / white ones and paint red / paint and cut out. Make our own poppies for ANZAC day using template – ‘Make your own Poppy’ internet print out.
9. Read ‘Anzac Day Parade’ By Glenda Kane and Lisa Allen.  Great way to introduce the idea of the poppies and the RSA
10. Class activity – making the crosses for our school Field of Rememberence. 

11. Make a wreath – handprints in green and red poppies to place at your local memorial.

12. Visit your local memorial to discover the history of the soldiers that came from your home town.
13. Fact sheet ‘the symbols of ANZAC’ – photocopy from ANZAC day BLM

14. Plant poppy seeds and watch these grow. Write instructions for looking after your poppies.
15. Look at pictures of Gallipoli.  Why was the Gallipoli campaign so difficult? 

16. What happened at Gallipoli?  Timeline activity 

17.  ‘In Flanders Field’.  Look at poem and accompanied activity.  Link to the poppies.
18. Write, or on a copy of the ode read and draw a picture of what it means to you.

Learn some sign language to go with the Ode.
19. What would it be like?  Anzac Day thinking 
20. What jobs did women have during the war? Draw a picture showing some of these important jobs.

21. Silhouette Art – solid black images of soldiers in various poses. Paint the background using the dawn or dusk range of colours.

22. Make Anzac biscuits – Recipe with missing words so students read recipe carefully. Work in groups.  Also could design a wrapper for Anzac biscuits. Include name, ingredients, where made and an illustration.
23. Role plays  – Act out scene as NZ soldiers at Gallipoli.
· imagine your older bother has just returned from war to your family. What would the return be like?

· In a group show what life would have been like during the war. 

24. Listen to the last post – practice playing the last post on the chime bars or on the recorders.

25. Find out about the morse code alphabet and send a message by morse code.

26. Find out about periscopes. Make a periscope to look over the trenches.
27. What does ANZAC Day now mean to you?  In groups read statements that others have said about Anzac day and answer accompanied questions.  Discuss how they feel about ANZAC day and whether they think we should commemorate it.  Encourage children to say their opinion backed up with evidence.
28. Writing activities:  
Look at website about life in a trench - http://www.bbc.co.uk/guides/z8sssbk#z8444wx
Then wrote a Postcard from you pretending to be a soldier - to your family at home.
Write to your local RSA asking them questions about the war.
Write a song that could cheer up the soldiers in the trenches.

Write some questions that you could ask a veteran about their experiences at war.

30. ‘Simpson and His Donkey’ and activity.
